As a healer and teacher he shows the way to unity and 
wholeness while drawing his energy from the bundle’s strength.  The Commander of Life (on 
the right) also takes her power from the bundles and passes it onto the soldier who fearlessly 
absorbs all her spirit and strength and power.  Human Spirit (in the center) is in position to 
absorb all the positive vibrations from the Nurturer and Commander of Life.  Fearless, in unity 
with the spirit of healing and the power to fight, she looks up to the new day.”
